     In my first year of seminary Jayne and I were invited to have lunch with folks at 

Calvary Presbyterian Church in Riverton, New Jersey. Out of courtesy or custom most 

of the time they invited the new seminarian in their home to pray before lunch. One 

Sunday, I remember that after I gave thanks for the food and the family that hosted us 

we also sang the Doxology. Led by the seminarian’s wife, we joined our voices to offer 

praise and thanksgiving as Peter does here: “Praise be to the God and Father of our 

Lord Jesus Christ!” But keep in mind that the circumstances of the lives of most of Peter’s 

readers weren’t conducive to spontaneous praise. Peter’s brothers and sisters in Christ 

knew just how quickly the reasons we have for praising God can vanish, as we do. The 

apostle declares in verse 3, that in God’s great mercy, God has given us “new birth into 

a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, and into an 

inheritance that can never perish, spoil or fade.” God promises a completely secure and 

reliable inheritance because of a HOPE THAT LIVES. And this HOPE is ours because 

of Jesus’ RESURRECTION.
